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When will CCA be able to break ground? 
Our contractor, The Aspen Group, tells us that $1.1 million in cash is enough to begin the site work and order the steel.  An additional 
$600,000 would allow them to fully frame in the building. 

Where will the addition be built?

49 more paved parking spaces will be included in this addition, however gravel parking for 75 more will also become available.  Additional 
paving will be done as construction continues on future phases.
